Thought for Today

In her memoir 'Leaving Church', Barbara Brown Taylor recalls being invited to address a church gath-
ering, and being given as a topic: "Tell us what is saving your life right now." She writes that it was
such a good question that, years later, she continues to reflect on it, and to ask it of others. What is
saving your life right now? In today's Gospel, Jesus speaks of "the bread that comes down from
heaven, so that one may eat of it and not die". His hearers are confused because they are thinking of
literal bread, but Jesus has something else in mind: the things that nourish the soul, the things that
give life to the spirit. His promise is that he himself will be that bread, nourishing and giving life to
those who come to him.

Our chosen local charity stall of the market was ‘Daft as a Brush’ Ros Place had arranged for
Gosforth Community Choir to perform 2 sets in church.

We earned IRO £700 - stall fees/donations on our own stalls and some £40 acquired from internet
sales of unsold bags from the handbag stall last November - thank you to Marian for her dedication!
